Ray J. - Trop-Rock is beginning to be recognized as a legitimate music genre and 
the artists discovering the audience potential of this growing segment of the industry 
has resulted in an influx of singer/songwriters phlocking ( pun intended ) to many 
parrot head festivals across the country. Many of these ònewó  faces had previously 
toiled in Nashville trying to break into the country music scene. This is exactly the 
career path taken by Jesse Rice, although his bonafides would blow everyone off the 
stage. Writing a multi-platinum, #1 hit that wins major awards will do that. He 
was born in South Carolina, 15 minutes from Myrtle Beach. An aspiring musi-
cian from his early youth, he relocated to Nashville in 2002 to further his career. 
Jesse went to work for EMI Music, writing for other artists and secured his first 
publishing agreement in 2007. Artists such as Cole Swindell, Sugarland, Lady 
Antebellum, Colt Ford, and John Pardi recorded his songs. Then came 2012... 
His brother Chase, who is also a musician was working with a new group called 
Florida Georgia Line and asked Jesse to help write a song  for them. That song 
sold more than 10 million copies and would reach #1 on the Billboard Chartsñ 
where it stayed for 27 weeks. òCruiseó  won awards from ACM, ACA, CMA, 
Billboard, BMI  and SESAC for Song of the Year in 2013. That opens a lot of 
doors for you, and gets the attention of major artists who suddenly want to work 
with you. But at heart he is a humble, story-telling beach boy who released his own 
original music òThe Pirate Sessionsó to express himself. He fell in love with Key 
West and the Caribbean island life and that influence is unmistakable when you 
give a listen to these albums. Jesseõs music will blow you away. I would be looking 
for his name to pop up more and more on the Trop-Rock circuitñwhen he isnõt in 
the studio working with Nelly, Florida Georgia Line, Lady Antebellum, etcé     

Ray J.  - The bio of Thom Shepherd is as interesting as it is long. 

He was born in St. Louis, Missouri but spent his high school and 

college years in Stephens City, Virginia. He graduated from George 

Mason University and re-located to Nashville in 1993 to further 

his musical interests. To date, he has written over 100 songs that 

have been recorded by Montgomery Gentry, The Trailer Choir, 

Easton Corbin, Cledus Judd, Bucky Covington, Colt Ford, Buddy 

Jewel and George Jones. He has writing credits on two songs that 

have reached  #1 on The Country Billboard Charts - ò Redneck 

Yacht Clubó by Craig Morgan and òRiding with Private Maloneó 

by David Ball. Shepherd wrote the title track for Tracy Lawrenceõs 

Grammy nominated album ò The Rock.ó There have been three 

songs that have hit the top of the Texas Country music charts, òMy 

Texasó by Josh Abbott and Pat Green, Kevin Fowlerõs ò Cheaper 

to Keep Her ó and ò Beer Seasonó and finally Kyle Parkõs ò The 

Night is Young.ó  There are theme songs for  ESPN and Armed 

Forces Entertainment and game shows. The list goes on and on. A 

quick check of his discography shows the immense body of work he 

has accomplished over the years. He decided it was time to make a 

move into the Trop-Rock scene a few years back and is omnipresent 

with his wife Coley McCabe, also a multi-talented musician. They 

are taking to the road in an RV, trying to launch a music reality 

show concept òAmerican Dreamers.ó  He is crafting the persona of 

the Saltwater Cowboy - music rooted in classic country themes while 

venturing off into the escape from reality, Caribbean life we know 

& love. Thom will be performing at the Margaritaville in Niagara 

Falls, Ontario as part of  Phlock to the Falls II  this September 

with Coley and Donny Brewer. I highly recommend you attend !!!
